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Ski Trip - March 2026
We are excited to offer students the opportunity to join our 
ski trip to Pal Arinsal, Andorra, during the Easter holidays in 
March 2026.

This fantastic trip will provide students with the chance to 
explore a new location while developing their leadership, 
independence, and communication skills, all while learning 
how to ski.

The trip will depart from Trafalgar School by coach on 
Saturday 28th March and return on Saturday 4th April, during 
the first week of the Easter holidays.

The total cost for the trip is £1395 per person, which includes:

- Return travel from Trafalgar School to Pal Arinsal, Andorra, via coach and ferry
- Hotel accommodation in Andorra
- All meals during the week, including breakfast, lunch, and dinner
- Ski rental, including lift pass and equipment (skis, boots, helmets)
- Three evening entertainment activities, including bowling, a pizza night, and Magic Gliss
- A practice session at a UK dry ski slope before the trip
- A trip hoodie
- Travel insurance

We are partnering with Equity, a trusted school travel company that has been operating since 1933. Equity is 
ABTA and ATOL protected, ensuring our funds are safe in case of any unexpected circumstances. The company 
is also accredited by ‘Learning Outside the Classroom’ and the School Travel Forum, ensuring a high standard 
of educational trips.

To secure a place on this trip, please complete the form below and submit a non-refundable deposit of 
£100 via Parent Pay by Wednesday 23rd October. As spaces are limited, we encourage early booking to avoid 
disappointment.
